Mr. provided the following statement:  According to Mr.  Ms. was tired and asked him
to watch so she could sleep on the couch.  So, Mr.  took  to his room while he played video
games in his room.  He stayed up till about 2 AM.  When he was ready to go to bed, he took  back to Ms. 
He told Ms.  she needed to get up and feed and change his diaper.   started crying so he told
her again, and she got up to feed him.  Mr. went back to his room and at about 5 AM, Ms. came into his
room and told him  was not breathing and she had already called 911.  Ms. started CPR and blood came
out of  nose.  EMS arrived and transported him to Hospital.
Mr. noted that Ms. had had another child that passed away due to SIDS.  He reported that (Ms.

first son that died) passed away when Ms. was living with her mother, .
Mr. reported that was a happy and healthy baby.  He did not have any medical issues that he knew of.
Mr. reported that Ms. is a good mother.  She takes care of her children-at least when she is in his (Mr.

presence).

The autopsy was completed by Dr. .  According to the autopsy, the cause of death was listed as
Undetermined.  The Manner of Death was listed as Could not be determined.  The pathological diagnosis was pulmonary
congestion and edema.  The autopsy report stated that there were no significant external injuries except for what appeared
to be "artifacts of medical intervention."  There were no internal injuries.  The toxicology analysis of the postmortem blood
sample revealed "non-toxic levels of carboxyhemoglobin, methemoglobin and sulfhemoglobin".  The cultures were also
negative:  cerebrospinal fluid, blood, and nasopharyngeal viral swab.  The lung swab culture results were consistent with
the postmortem contamination.  The virtreous electrolyte analysis revealed the postmortem changes.  Therefore, Dr. 
determined the cause of death and manner of death could not be determined.

The alleged perpetrator was listed as Unknown.
