INSTRUCTIONS FOR USE OF FORM

Foster Home Assessment or Re-Activation

This form should be completed when assessing a foster home or re-activating a closed foster home. 
Biennial Reassessment and Anniversary Assessment 
1. The Foster Parent Support (FPS) worker or Private Provider staff will conduct a reassessment biennially and an anniversary assessment annually in accordance with DCS Policy 16.8, Responsibilities of Approved Foster Parents.

2. The biennial reassessment and anniversary assessment must include a home visit and completion of form CS-0692, Foster Home Assessment or Re-Activation. 
3. The FPS worker or Private Provider staff are to consult with the child’s Family Service Worker (FSW) regarding when assessing the foster parent’s strengths, needs and performance regarding children placed in the home.

4. This Foster Home Assessment or Re-Activation should be submitted to the Team Leader or Private Provider Supervisor for review within five days of the home visit.  The Team Leader or Private Provider Supervisor should verify that the FPS worker or Private Provider staff entered the visit into the current child welfare information system as a case recording under the foster home record.

a. If the FPS worker or Private Provider staff noted an area of concern, form CS-0909 Foster Home Performance Improvement Plan, will be developed with the family.  The family must sign the Performance Improvement Plan (PIP) and be provided a copy.  The (PIP) may be modified by Team Leader or Private Provider Supervisor upon his/her review. However, the family must be notified of the modifications, sign the revision and be given a copy of the modified plan with the signature of the Team Leader or Private Provider Supervisor. 

b. The status of the steps outlined in the (PIP) for the area of concern should be reviewed thirty (30) days from the date of the finalized plan.

c. Upon the completion of the (PIP), this Foster Home Assessment or Re-Activation must be completed as a follow-up.

When completing this form for an anniversary assessment, N/A should be selected under continued approval date in the recommendation section and the assessment should be signed and dated during the home visit. 

Re-Activation


The FPS worker and Private Provider staff will refer to the Protocol for Reactivation or Re-Classification of Foster Homes when re-activating a foster home regardless of the home's closure status.

Other


This Foster Home Assessment or Re-Activation form can be utilized by the FPS worker and Private Provider staff as needed to assess foster home concerns.  
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
