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 Foster Home Addendum

1. Placement Services Division (PSD) staff should conduct a foster home addendum rather than a reassessment when the change does not significantly affect the family dynamic or parenting abilities.  The Foster Home will still need to have an Annual Reassessment on its original Home Study approval date.   
2. Check the appropriate box and include a detailed narrative in the designated section regarding changes to the home indicating the effective date.  Some of these changes include but are not limited to:

· Change of address including description of the new living environment, neighborhood, and results of Home Safety Checklist CS-0676.
· Change in the number of household members (See DCS Policy 16.8, Responsibilities of Approved Foster Homes for additional requirements related to adding adult household members)
· Change in number or type of children approved for placement, especially if placing a sibling group that exceeds the homes current approval criteria.
· Change in foster home type including Kinship or ICPC to Regular Foster Home, or assessment home designations, as well as any new specialized skills acquired by the foster parent to serve children with specific needs.
3.  The PSD staff should enter all updated information into the current child welfare information system.

4.  Private Providers may also use an addendum document to reflect changes that occur in the family.

5.  All changes that impact a family’s parenting ability will be reflected on a reassessment per DCS Policy 16.8, Responsibilities of Approved Foster Homes.
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
