NOTICE OF PLACEMENT  PURSUANT TO ICPC (DCS) 

     Notice is hereby given to all parties in this matter that the above-named child is/children are in the temporary legal custody of the State of Tennessee, Department of Children’s Services, who has secured and presents a completed investigation/assessment of the circumstances of _     _______________________, as required by the Interstate Compact on the Placement of Children (“ICPC”) [T.C.A. 37-4-201 et seq.] to which a decision has been  issued by authorizing authority in the receiving state which recommends placement of the child or children is not contrary to their  interest at this time; and; 
1. The child or children _     _______________________ are to be placed with _ (name, relationship and address) based on the recommendation of Tennessee Department of Children’s Services.       
2. This Court retains jurisdiction of the child or children pursuant to Article V (a) of the ICPC sufficient to determine all matters in relation to the custody, supervision, care and disposition of the child or children which it would have had if the child or children remained in this state, which includes the power to return the child or children to this court or to transfer the child or children to another location or custodian. 
3.   The Tennessee Department of Children’s Services shall retain legal custody of the child or children with delegated authority under this order to determine placement of each child and pursue permanency for each child as appropriate.    

4. The Tennessee Department of Children’s Services is responsible to develop a placement and permanency plan for each child including a plan to return the child to the State within five (5) business days of receipt of written notification from the receiving state Compact Administrator that provisional placement authorization will not be approved or that previous placement approval has been withdrawn or the placement has disrupted prior to permanency.     

5. The Tennessee Department of Children’s Services retains financial responsibility for support and maintenance of each child during the period of placement as outlined in each child’s permanency plan.   
6. The Tennessee Department of Children’s Services is responsible to keep this Court informed of the status of the placement and permanency of each child through periodic reviews.   
7.  The Tennessee Department of Children’s Services will provide documentation to the Court which confirms the achievement of each child’s permanency either  through adoption, reaching the age of majority, becoming self-supporting or discharged with concurrence by the authorizing authority in the receiving state pursuant to Article V(a)  of the ICPC at which time, the court will determine further action.
